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Ozet

Eskigag Mezopotamya diinyasinin emperyal giiglerinden biri olan Asur Devleti, bulunmus oldugu cografi konumunun
getirdigi kisitlt sartlar sebebiyle farkli bélgelere sayisiz askeri sefer diizenlemistir. Bu baglamda hammadde ve maden
kaynaklarinin bol miktarda bulundugu Anadolu’ya, ticretsiz isgiictiniin saglanmasi bakimindan yeterli 6l¢tide insan
potansiyelinin yer aldig1 bugiinkii Suriye ile Filistin topraklarina ve ticari faaliyetlerin yogun olarak yuriitiildigi Dogu
Akdeniz limanlari tizerine gergeklestirilen sz konusu seferler, tilke ekonomisinin biiyiik bir kisminin askeri ekonomiye
dayali oldugunu agik bir sekilde gostermektedir. Bu askeri seferler neticesinde, Asur Devleti tilke igerisindeki imar ve inga
faaliyetlerinin kaynagini temin etmis, bunun sonucunda ise pek ¢ok zirai ve iktisadi kazanimlar elde etmistir. Bu
kazanimlarini tehlikeye diisiirecek olasi diigmanlarina karst da pek ¢ok askeri sefer diizenleyen Asur Devleti béylelikle
ekonomik menfaatlerini korumayi amaglamigtir. Bu ¢alismada Asur kral yilliklarindaki bilgilerden hareketle Asur
Devleti’nin askeri seferleri neticesinde elde ettigi ekonomik kazanimlar ve bu kazanimlarin korunmasina yonelik

yiiriitiilmiis olan faaliyetler hakkinda incelemelerde bulunulacakeir.
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Abstract

Assyrian State, one of the imperial powers of Ancient Mesopotamia, organized numerous military campaign over the
different region due to the limited conditions brought by its geographical location. In this context, the said voyages to
Anatolia, where raw material sand mineral resources are abundant, to today's Syria and Palestinian lands, where there is
sufficient human potential in terms of providing free labor, and to the Eastern Mediterranean ports where commercial
activities are carried out clearly show that a largepart of the country's economy is based on the military economy. As a
result of the imperial policies carried out in this context, the Assyrian State provided the source of the development and
construction activities in the country, and as a result, it achieved many agricultural and economic gains. The Assyrian
State, which organized many military campaigns against potential enemies that would endanger these gains, thus aimed
to protect its economic interests. In this study, it will be examined about the economic gains achieved by the Assyrian
State as a result of the military expeditions and the activities carried out for the protection of these gains by using the

information in the Assyrian king's annals.
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
